According to Section-15(5) of the Right
to Information Act, only the persons of eminence in public life with wide
knowledge and experience in law, science and technology, social service,
management, journalism, mass media or administration or governance
shall be appointed on the post of State Chief Information Commissioner
and State Information Commissioner. The State Chief Information
Commissioner or State Information Commissioners shall not be a Member
of Parliament or Member of the Legislature of any State, or Union
Territory, as the case may be, or hold any other office of profit or
connected with any political party or carrying on any business, or pursuing
any profession.

But, after such person is appointed as Information
Commissioner, he has to discontinue as Member of parliament or Member
of the Legislature of any State or Union Territory, or discontinue to hold
any other office of profit or remain connected with any political party or
carry on any business or pursue any profession, as the case may be, during
the period he functions as State Chief Information Commissioner/State
Information Commissioner of Bihar.

CHPATER 1
PRELIMINARY

1. Short title and commencement.—( ) These rules may be catied The Right to Information (Term of
Office, Salaries, Allowances and Other Terms and Conditions of Service of Chief Information Commissioner,
information Commissioners in the Central Information Commission, State Chief Information Commissioner
and State Information Commissioners in the State Information Commission) Rules, 2019.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.
CHAPTER I

2. Definitions.—(1) In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires, -

{a) “Act” means the Right to Information Act, 2005 (22 of 2005);

(b) “Central Information Commission” shall have the same meaning assigned 1o it under clause (b) of
section 2 of the Act :
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{c) “Chief Information Commissioner” and “Information Commissioner” shall have the same meaning
assigned to it under clause (d) of section 2 of the Act:

(d) “State Chief Information Commissioner” and “'State Information Cornmissioner” shall have the same
meaning assigned to it under clause (1) of section 2 of the Act; ‘ .

(¢) “State Information Commission” shall have the same meaning assigned to it under clause (k) of
section 2 of the Act.

2) The words and expressions vsed and not defined under these rules, but defined in the Act shall have
the same meaning as respectively assigned to thcm in the Act.

CHAPTER 111

TERM OF OFFICE, SALARIES, ALLOWANCES AND OTHER TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF
SERVICE OF THE CHIEF INFORMATION COMMISSIONER AND INFORMATION
COMMISSIONER IN THE CENTRAL INF ORMATION COMMISSION

3. Term of office.~The Chief Information Commissioner, or Information Commissioners, as the case may
be, shall hold office for a period of three years from the date on which he enters upon his office.

4, Retirement from parent service on appointment.—The Chief Information Commissioner or Information
Commissioners, as the case may be, who on the date of his appointment to the Commission, was in the service

Information Commission.

S. Pay.—(1) The Chief Information Commissioner shall receive a pay of Rs. 2,50,000 (Rupees two lakh and
fifty thousand)(fixed) per mensem.

(2} An Information Commissioner shall receive a pay of Rs. 2,25,000 (Rupees two lakh and twenty five
thousand) (fixed) per mensem.

(3) In case the Chief Information Commissioner or Intormation Commissioners, as the case may be, at the
time of his appointment is, in receipt of any pension, the pay of such Chief Information Commissioner or
Information Commissioners, as the case may be, shall be reduced by the amount of that pension including any
portion of pension which was commuted and pension equivalent of other forms of retirement benefits
excluding pension equivalent of retirement gratuity;

(4) In case the Chief Information Commissioner or Information Commissioners, as the case may be, at the
time of his appointment, is in receipt of retirement benefits in respect of any previous service rendered in
Corporation established by or under any Central Act or State Act or a Government company owned or
controlled by the Central Government or the Statec Government, his pay in respect of the service as the Chief
Information Commissioner or Information Commissioners, as the case may be, shail be reduced by the
amount of pension equivalent to the retirement benefits.

6. Dearness Allowance.—The Chief Information Commissioner or Information Commissioners, as the case
may .be. shall be entitled to draw dearness allowance ag the rate admissible to an officer holding a post
carrying the same pay in the Central Government, as revised from time to time,

7. Lm.ve.—( n :I'he Chief Information Commissioner or Information Commissioners, as the case may be, shall
be entitled 10 rights of leave as per admissibility to an officer holding a post carrying the same pay in the
Central Government, as revised from time to time.

(2) I_n case the Chief Information Commissioner, the competent authority to sanction the leave shall be the
President of India and in case of the Information Commissioners, the Chief Information Commissioner shafl
be the competent authority.

INFORMATION COMMISSIONERS IN THE STATE INFORMATION COMMISSION

12, Term of office.——The State Chief Information Commissioner, or State Information Commissioners, as the

‘case may be, shall hold office for 4 period of three years from the date on which he caters upon his office,

13. Retirement from parent service on appointment,—The State Chief Information Commissioner or State
Information Commissioners, as the casc may be, who on the date of his appointment to the Commission, was
in the service of the Central or a State Government, shall be deemed to have retired from such service with
effect from the date of his appointment as State Chief Information Commissioner and State Information
Commissioner in the State Information Commission.

14, Pay.—{1) The State Chief Information Commissioner shall receive a pay of Rs. 2,25,000 (Rupces two
lakh and twenty five thousand) (fixed) per mensem.

(2) The State Information Commissioners shall receive a pay of Rs. 2,25,000 (Rupees two lakh and twenty
five thousand) (fixed) per mensem.

(3) In case the State Chief Information Commissioner and State Information Commissioners, as the case may
be, at the time of his appointment is, in receipt of any pension, the pay of such State Chief Information
Commissioner or Statc Information Commissioners, as the case may be, shall be reduced by the amount of
that pension including any portion of pension which was commuted and pension equivalent of other forms of
retirement benefits excluding pension equivalent of retirement gratuity.

(4) In case the State Chief Information Commissioner and State Information Commissioners, as tl)e case may
be, at the time of his appointment, is in receipt of retirement benefits in respect of any previous service
rendered in Corporation established by or under any Central Act or State Act or a Government company
owned or controlled by the Central Government or the State Government, his salary in respect of the service
as the State Chief Information Commissioner and State Information Commissioners shall be reduced by the
amount of pension equivalent to the retirement benefits. ‘

IS. Dearness Allowance.—The State Chief Information Commissioner and State Intformation
Commissioners, as the case may be, shall be entitled to draw deamess allowance at the rate qdmissible to an
officer holding a post carrying the same pay in the State Government, a3 revised from time to time.

16. Leave.—(1) The State Chief Information Commissioner or State Information Commissionerei, as the case
may be. shall be entitled to rights of lcave as per admissibility to an officer holding a post carrying the same
pay in the State Government, as revised from time to time.

-
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(2) In case of the State Chief Information Commissioner, the compctent agthority to sanction the leave sﬁall
be the Governor of the State and in case of the State Information Commissioners, the State Chief [nformution

Commissioner shall be the competent authority.

17. Cash Payment in lieu of unutilized Earned Leave.—The State Chief Information Commissioner or
State Information Commissioners, as the case may be, shall be entitled to encashment of fifty per cent. of
earned leave 10 his credit at the time of completion of tenure:

Provided that a State Chief Information Commissioner or State Information Commissioners, as the
case may be, who had retired from the service of the Central or a State Government prior to appointment as a
State Chief Information Commissioner or State Information Commissioners respectively, the aggregate period
for which the encashment of unutilised earned ieave shall be entitled shall be subject to a maximum period as
per admissibility to an officer holding a post carrying the same pay in the Central Government or the State
Government, as the case may be, as revised from time to time.

18. Medical Facilities.—The State Chief Information Commissioner or State Information Commissioners, as
the case may be, shall be entitled to medical treatment and Hospital facilities as provided in the Central
Government Health Scheme and at places where the Central Government Health Scheme is not in operation,
the State Chief Information Commissioner and State Information Commissioners, as the case may be, shall be
entitled to medical facilities as provided in the Central Service (Medical Attendance) Rules, 1944 or such
medical facilitics provided by the State Government to an officer holding a post carrying the same pay in the
State Government, as revised from time to time.

19. Accommodation.—(1) The State Chief Information Commissioner or State Information Commissioners,
as the case may be, shall be eligible subject to availability. to the use of official residence from the generai
pool accommodation of the type as admissible to an officer holding a post carrying the same pay in the State
Government on the payment of the license fee at the rates prescribed by State Government from time to time.

(2) Whete State Chief Information Commissioner or State Information Commissioners, as the case may be, is
not provided with or does not avail himself of the general pool accommodation referred to in sub-rule (1), he
may be paid House Rent Allowance at the rate admissible to an officer holding a post carrying the same pay in
the State Government.

20. Leave Travel Concession, Travelling Alowance, Daily Allowance.—The State Chief Information
Commissioner or State Information Commissioners, as the case may be, shall be entitled to leave travel
concession, travelling allowance and daily allowance as admissible to an officer holding a post carrying the
same pay in the State Government as far as may be, apply to the State Chief Information Commissioner or
State Information Commissioners.

CHAPTER V

21. Residuary Provision.—The conditions of service of the Chief Information Commissioner or an
Information Commissioner, State Chief Information Commissioner or State Information Commissioners tor
which no express provision has been made in these rules shall be referred in each case to the Centrat
Government for its decisions and the decisions of the Central Government thereon shall be binding on the
Chief Information Commissioner or an Information Commissioner of the Ceatral Information Commission,
State Chief Information Commissioner or State Information Commissioner of the State Information
Commission.

22. Power to relax,—The Ceatral Government shall have power to relax the provisions of any of these ruies
in respect of any class or category of persons.

23. Interpretation.—If any question arises relating to the interpretation of any of the provisions of these
rules, it shall be referred to the Central Government for decision.
